- When cleaning avoid that water or detergend enters the lock
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2. Assembly Instructions 1401 LOCKS

2.1 Important Hints for Fitters

- Use only the supplied original fixing elements

- The cam fixing screw is thread-forming and self-retaining
- Use only suitable and properly functioning tools

- Do not break the torque limits

- Lock movement must be set by the guide-washer before fixing the cam (see 2.4)

- The lock movement is 90°

- The 16x19 piercing hole must be vertical

- In locked position the code-wheels are horizontal aligned
- Observe the given tolerances

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3. Operating Instructions for Users 1401 LOCKS

3.1 Important Hints for Users

- The factory setting code is 0-0-0-0

- Change factory setting code to your own personal code by all means

- Fix your code on your mind or note it down if needed

- You can change your personal code at any time

- For setting or changing the code lock must be horizontal

- For safety reasons the indicated code automatically scrambles to 0-0-0-0
while turning the lock to open

- To close the lock you don't need to enter your code again

- In case of lost code contact the administrator. He can reset the lock to factory setting,
so that you can set a new code

- Take care that the cam moves freely and is not obstructed by objects in the locker

3.2 Lock Operation > close

1. Enter personal code 2. Turn lock until it stops 3. Turn lock back until
(if set) (code scrambles to 0-0-0-0) it clicks into place

3.3 Personal Code Setting / Changing

1. Enter personal code (if set) 3. Enter new code 5. Turn lock open and close once
or default code 0-0-0-0 (first use) (code scrambles to 0-0-0-0)

4.1 Important Hints for Administrators

- With service key you can always open and/or reset the lock without the need
to find the valid code

- Choose the emergency opening if the set code shall be retained and the lock closed
again afterwards

- Choose the QUICK-RESET if the set code shall be deleted and the lock reset to
factory setting 0-0-0-0

- Service keys can only be removed in closed position

- Service keys are provided with key numbers (differs)

- For security reasons please keep the number of service keys at a minimum and keep it
in a safe place

4.2 Emergency Opening

1. Insert service key into barrel 2.Turn lock to open position,
and turn it 90° to the left without pressing the code button

4.3 QUICK-RESET

1. Insert service key into barrel 2. With pressed code button
and turn it 90° to the left turn lock open and close once

5.1 Important Basic Information

Lock, cam and service key will be ordered seperately. An complete order or inquiry
comprises 3 order numbers:

1. Order no. cam (order matrix 5.2) ex.: C1401-3-4-20-30-DO
2. Order no. lock (order matrix 5.3) ex.: L1401-G-051-R-09-H
3. Order no. service key (order matrix 5.3) ex.: $1401-051

Cam and fixing elements are standardly delivered unmounted. On request the cam
can be premounted as well. The needed specification for that will be done according to
order matrix 5.2.

Important: If you want the cam premounted please make sure that the lock with fixed
cam still fits through the 16x19 pircing hole. That mainly depents on the cam shape and the
panel thickness.

The factory-set code is 0-0-0-0.
For security reasons please keep the number of service keys at a minimum.

Service keys and locks are provided with key numbers. For security reasons the key
number of the lock is on the back.

Each order quantity will be delivered keyed to pass. This means that all locks have the
same key number (differ number), with one key opening all.

If you need different key numbers e.g. in order to equip different rooms or permissions
please split the order quantity in different key numbers.

For the service cylinder please chose one of the standard key numbers according the order
matrix 5.3. On request there are additional 200 key numbers available.

For short delivery times please prefer the given standards from the order matrices.
But special designs such as differnt colours or something else can also be requested
at any time.
